Senior Bi-Lingual (Spanish/English) Tenant Organizer 
Tenants & Neighbors is a small, dynamic, grassroots organization that harnesses the power of tenants to preserve at-risk affordable housing and strengthen tenant rights in gentrifying neighborhoods throughout New York.  We have two affiliate organizations, one that does grassroots tenants organizing at the building and community-level to preserve at-risk affordable housing developments, and one that does tenant-led legislative organizing and advocacy to address the underlying causes of loss of affordability.
About the Senior Bi-Lingual Tenant Organizer Position: The tenant organizer will engage tenants living in rent regulated buildings who are at risk of displacement and harassment by landlords in Northern Manhattan. 
The tenant organizer will:

· Identify eligible buildings for outreach, organizing, and tenant engagement and prioritize buildings at risk 

· Engage in door-to-door outreach, identify and recruit tenant leaders to help form or strengthen independent tenant associations 

· Develop and provide training in tenants’ rights, rent regulations and organizational and leadership development to targeted tenant associations

· Help tenants identify critical areas of need and goals and strategies for selected buildings

· Assist tenant associations in networking building alliances with other tenant associations and allies in their immediate neighborhoods and within owner portfolios
· Assist tenants and tenant associations in obtaining legal support services when necessary through legal services organizations
· Represent Tenants & Neighbors at meetings; in housing alliances and coalitions in New York City.
· And, support the broader goals and mission of the organization.

Qualifications:  The ideal candidate will have:

· At least five years of grassroots organizing experience, ideally tenant organizing

· Strong written and verbal communication skills
· Fluent in Spanish
